A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SHASTINA
COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT AUTHORIZING AN INDEBTEDNESS
FOR THE PURCHASING OF FIRE PROTECTION AND/OR EMERGENCY

MEDICAL SERVICES VEHICLES, EQUIPMENT, SHELTERS AND/OR
TRAINING FACILITIES

WHEREAS, a special tax passed by an 86% voter approval,
effective October 1, 1991 does provide approximately
$110,000 per annum for the purpose of purchasing,
inter alia, fire protection and emergency medical
services vehicles, equipment, shelters, and/or train­
ing facilities as well as pay for the operating and
administrative expenses associated therewith, and

WHEREAS, Sections 13801 and 13804 of the Health & Safety Code,
inter alia, specifically states, The Legislature en­
courages local communities and their officials to adopt
the powers and procedures in this part to meet their
own circumstances and responsibilities." and that,
"This part is necessary for the public's health, safe­
ty, and welfare, and shall be liberally construed to
effectuate its purposes";

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that by a two-thirds majority
vote of the total membership of the district board hereby author­
izes an indebtedness to be incurred up to and no greater than
$330,000 for the purpose of implementing the district's ten-year
plan and, any revisions thereto, for purchasing fire protection
and/or emergency medical services vehicles, equipment, shelters
and/or training facilities.
