THIS AGREEMENT, made and ¢ntered into ON THE LAST SIGNATORY DATE ON PAGE 6, by
and between the STATE of California, acting through the Director of the Department of Forestry and
Fire Protection hereinafter called “STATE”, and the Lake Shastina Community Services

District Department of Public Safet

hereinafier called “LOCAL AGENCY™, covenants as follows:

STATE has been approved as an agent of the United States Department of Agriculture, {(UISDA),
Forest Service for the purpose of administering the Cooperative Forestry Assistance Act (CFAA)
of 1978 (PL 95-313, United States Code, Title 16, Chapter 41, Section 2010 et seq., Volunteer
Fire Assistance Program), hereinafier referred to as “VFA”, and

The VFA has made ﬁmds_avajlable to STATE for redistribution, under certain terms and
conditions, to LOCAL AGENCY to assist LOCAL AGENCY to upgrade its fire protection

capability, and

LOCAL AGENCY desires to participate in said VFA.

NOW THEREFORE, it is mutually agreed between the parties as follows:

APPROVAL: This Agreement is of no force or effect until signed by both parties and

_approved by the Department of General Services, if required. LOCAL AGENCY may not

commence performance until such approval has been obtained.

TIMELINESS: Time is of the essence in this Agreement.

FORFEITURE OF AWARD: LOCAL AGENCY must return this Agreement and required
resolution properly signed and executed to STATE at the address specified in paragraph
11, with a postmark ne later than December 1, 2013 or LOCAL AGENCY will forfeit the

funds.

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7. GRANT AND BUDGET CONTIGENCY CLAUSE: It is mutually understood between the
parties that this Agreement may have been written for the mutual benefit of both parties before
ascertaining the availability of congressional appropriation of funds, to avoid program and fiscal
delays that would occur if the Agreement were executed afier that determination was made.

This Agreement is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the
STATE by the United States Government for the State Fiscal Year 2013-14 for the purpose of
this program. In addition, this Agreement is subject to any additional restrictions, imitations, or
conditions enacted by the Congress or to any statute enacted by the Congress that may affect the

provisions, terms, or funding of this Agreement in any manner.

The parties mutually agree that if the Congress does not appropriate sufficient funds for the
program, this Agreement shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.

The STATE has the option to invalidate the Agreement under the 30-day canceliation clause or
to amend the Agreement to reflect any reduction in fimds.

8. REIMBURSEMENT: STATE will reimburse LOCAL AGENCY, from funds made available to
STATE by the Federal Government, an amount not to exceed $3432 on a 50/50 matching funds
basis, for the performance of specific projects and/or purchase of specific items identified in
Exhibit(s} A, Application for Funding, attached hereto. Reimbursement will be only for these
projects accomplished and/or items purchased between THE LAST SIGNATORY DATE
ON PAGE 6 and JUNE 30, 2014, This sum is the sole and maximum payment that STATE will
make pursuant to this Agreement. LOCAL AGENCY must bill STATE, in triplicate, at the
address specified in paragraph 11, with a postmark no later than August 31, 2014 in order
to receive the funds. The bill submitted by LOCAL AGENCY must clearly delineate the
projects performed and/or items purchased. A vendor’s invoice or proof of payment to vendor(s)

must be included for items purchased.

9. LIMITATIONS: Expenditure of the funds distributed by STATE herein is subject to the same
limitations as placed by the VFA, upon expenditure of United States Government Funds.
Pursuant to Title 7 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Section 3016.32 subject to the obligations
and conditions set forth in that section; title to any equipment and supplies acquired under this
Agreement vests with the LOCAL AGENCY. For any equipment items over $5,000, the federal
government may retain a vested interested in accordance with paragraph 16 below.

10. MATCHING FUNDS: Any and all funds paid to LOCAL AGENCY under the terms of this
Agreement, hereinafter referred to as “VFA Funds”, shall be matched by LOCAL AGENCY on
a dollar-for-dollar basis, for each project listed on attachment(s) hereto identified as “Exhibit(s)
A”. No amount of unpaid “contributed™ or “volunteer” labor or services shall be used or
consigned in calculating the matching amount “actually spent” by LOCAL AGENCY.

LOCAIL AGENCY shall not use VFA Funds as matching funds for other federal grants,
including Department of Interior (USDI) Rural Fire Assistance grants, nor use funds from other
federal grants, including USDI Rural Fire Assistance grants, as matching funds for VFA Funds.

PURPOSE: Any project to be funded hereunder must be intended to specifically assist LOCAL
AGENCY to organize, train, and/or equip local firefighting forces in the aforementioned rural
area and community to prevent or suppress fires which threaten life, resources, and/or
improvements within the area of operation of LOCAL AGENCY.

COMBINING: In the event finds are paid for two or more separate, but closely related projects,
the 50/50 cost-sharing formuia will be applied to the total cost of such combined projects.

OVERRUNS: In the event that the total cost of a funded project exceeds the estimate of costs
upon which this Agreement is made, LOCAL AGENCY may request additional funds to cover
the Agreement share of the amount exceeded. However, there is no assurance that any such
funds are, or may be, available for reimbursement. Any increase in funding will require an

amendment.

UNDERRUNS: In the event that the total cost of a funded project is less than the estimate of
costs upon which this Agreement is made, LOCAL AGENCY may request that additional
eligible projects/items be approved by STATE for Agreement funding. However, there is no
assurance that any such approval will be funded. Approval of additional projects/items, not
listed on the Exhibit A application, made by STATE, will be in writing and will require an

amendment,

FEDERAT INTEREST IN EQUIPMENT: The Federal Government has a vested interest in any
item purchased with VFA funding in excess of $5,000 regardless of the length of this

Agreement, until such time as the fair market value is less than $5,000. The VFA percentage
used to purchase the equipment will be applied to the sale price and recovered for the
Government during the sale. This percentage will remain the same even following depreciation.

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The Federal Government may not have to be reimbursed if the disposal sale amounts to a fair
market value of less than $5,000. LOCAL AGENCY will notify STATE Sacramento Property

Office of the disposal of such items.

EQUIPMENT INVENTORY: Any single item purchased in excess of $5,000 will be assigned a
VFA Property Number by the STATE Sacramento Property Office. LOCAL AGENCY shall
forward a copy of the purchase documents listing the itemn, brand, model, serial number, any
LOCAL AGENCY property number assigned, and a LOCAL AGENCY contact and return
address to STATE at the address specified in paragraph 11. The STATE Sacramento Property
office will advise the appropriate STATE Unit and I.OCAL AGENCY contact of the VFA

Property Number assigned.

AUDIT: LOCAL AGENCY agrees that the STATE, the Department of General Services, the
Bureau of State Audits, or their designated representative shall have the right to review and to
copy any records and supporting documentation pertaining to the performance of this
Agreement. LOCAL AGENCY agrees fo maintain such records for possible audit for a
minimum of three (3) years after final payment, unless a longer period of records retention is
stipufated. LOCAL AGENCY agrees to allow the anditor(s) access to such records during
normal business hours and to allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have
information related to such records. Further, LOCAL AGENCY agrees to include a similar right
of the State of California to audit records and interview staff in any subcontract related to
performance of this Agreement. (GC 8546.7, PCC 10115 et seq., CCR Title 2, Section 1896).

DISPUTES: In the event of any dispute over qualifying matching expenditures of LOCAL
AGENCY, the dispute will be decided by STATE and its decision shall be final and binding.

INDEMNIFICATION: LOCAL AGENCY agrees to indemnify, defend, and save harmless, the
STATE, its officers, agents, and employees, from any and all claims and losses, accruing or
resulting to any and all contractors, subcontractors, suppliers, laborers, and any other person,
firm or corpeoration furnishing or supplying work services, materials, or supplies in connection
with the performance of this Agreement, and from any and ali claims and losses accruing or
resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by LOCAL

AGENCY in the performance of this Agreement.

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS: LOCAL AGENCY will comply with
the requirements of the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1990 and will provide a drug-free

workplace by taking the following actions:

a. Publish a statement notifying employees that unlawful manufacture, distribution,
dispensation, possession or use of a controlled substance is prohibited and
specifying actions to be taken against employees for violations.

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b. Establish a Drug-Free Awareness Program to inform employees about:

violated the certification by failing to carry out the requirements as noted above. (GC

The 72 square miles protected by the Lake Shastina Fire Department is very rural. The area surrounding
the subdivision is predominantly sagebrush, buck brush and bitterbrush. There are rixed conifer forest
lands adjacent to the southem paortion of the subdivision. The area in which the subdivision is located is
prone fo high winds during &ll times of the year due to the natural channeling effect of airflow between the
Cascade Range (Mount Shasta) on the east and the Coast Range (Mount Eddy) on the west. The
Weed/Lake Shastina area is classified as a “High Fire Hazard Severity Zone,” and is listed in the Federal
Register as a2 cormmunity “at risk” in California. In the last 11 years there have been 7 significant fires
within 8 miles of the subdivision, 2 of them that were stopped just short of our primary roadways. Those
fires were fast moving fires pushed by the strong gusty south winds which created long range ember
spotting and fow smoke columns in-front of the lines. The most recent Hotlum and Hoy Fires burned over

4,000 acres next to the Lake Shastina subdivision including several structures,
