C. Status of Medical Clinic: GM Lea reported that paperwork has been filed with the County to address
wording on legal description, the property is being surveyed, Public Works has a work order to remove
all lumber and any man made structures (gates), an engineer is addressing drainage and the District is
waiting for a response from the County regarding the dust control plan.

3. Fireworks Display Permits; Pres. Dilley directed FC Montreuil to proceed with determining specific
requirements for a permit process that will allow a fireworks display within the District; presently,
District Ordinance 3-92 prohibits fireworks within the District.

E. Renew Contract— General Manager: ltem moved to Item 14.

F. Status of Shasta View Golf Village: request for Board's general opinion - Received and Filed: Dir.
Brezinsky reported that developers out of Chico CA are in escrow to purchase and develop the
18-acre project known Shasta View Golf Village. The developers want to stay with the original plan of
56 duplexes (112 units). Dir. Brezinsky, Dir. Roths, GM Lea and Myron Everhart have met with the
developers and have met separately as a Committee. The Commitiee will continue to meet with
developers to discuss items such as total impact fees due and the responsibility of the water and sewer
systems within the development.
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
